The Board of Education of Milne-Kelvin Grove, District #91, Will County, Illinois met in a regular session at 7:30 p.m. on Tuesday, October 9, 2007. This meeting was held in the library at Kelvin Grove School. 

President Marge Otis called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m.

Student Recognition- This month the board recognized the third graders for outstanding citizenship and the eighth graders presented reports on classroom activities.
The District 91 Parent Athletic Association made a formal request to be included on the board agenda for this evening. Association President Tim Banike asked the board to reconsider the board’s policies regarding the fees the association is currently paying to use the building facilities on the weekends, the possibility of getting a building key and code, and the effects of the school teams’ membership in the IESA on their teams. 

Mrs. Gray noted that the current policies came into effect based on the advice of our legal counsel. She also noted that the association did receive a break on some of the fees for the past year. The board agreed to look into its current policy regarding the association.

Financial Committee Report- Lopez-Caneva presented information. Discussed annual reports, advised revenues are down, have a 3.8 financial score. She advised that HB471 is currently pending and means less revenue for our district. We will have a Community Meeting February 7 at 6:30 to present financial status and issues to the community.

Report of the Superintendent- Donna Gray presented the Special Education Update, information from the Supt. Articulation Meeting, the 2007 School Report Card and District ISAT scores. She also presented information to the board concerning Election Day. The board has agreed that this year, we will hire someone to sit at the polling place for added security of our building. Next year we may look into scheduling a teacher’s institute day to be included when we adopt our calendar. Donna presented to the board information regarding Staff Health Screenings. IHS will do health screenings for free for PPO participants. In order to get more participation from non-PPO employees, the board agreed to offer an additional personal day to those participating in the health screenings. Discussed using some grant monies for the funding of ConnectEd, a system for instant notification of parents in the event of emergency closing or other schedule change (instead of a call tree). The Board agreed this would be an acceptable use of the grant funds. She also presented information regarding the Mental Health Grant (Bridges Program) and reviewed the Planning Document. Noted the upcoming Character Counts! Assembly at MG with Miss Illinois and the KG cheerleaders, the Veteran’s Day Assembly and determined that the board will continue the holiday get-together for the staff. 

Action Items- Snow Removal Contract. Recommendation was made to continue contract with A & T Plowing for the 2007-2008 school year. They were the lowest bid and are contracting this year at the same price as the last three years.
